Solliday’s work is a unique combination of the historic and the contemporary, drawing inspiration from 
turn-of-the- century California and Western artists such as Ernest Blumenschein, Frank Tenney Johnson and Dean 
Cornwell. Solliday’s work is based on a solid sense of design, pattern and bright, vibrant color.  

Tim Solliday is a signature member of the California Art Club and the Pastel Society of America as well as a member of 
the Laguna Art Association.
